PRINCIPAL’S NEWS

Cluster Update - The Upper Hutt Cluster has worked closely together for a
number of years and on a number of initiatives. The purpose of this
collaboration has always been to ensure the best possible outcomes for
students across our valley. In recent times we have honed and unpacked our
vision "Shaping our future with students at the heart" and our mission “"Grow
capability, through collaboration and innovation, to enable success for all
learners in our community” to produce a shared strategic plan for our cluster.

In 2015 it was decided that a priority for all Upper Hutt schools, in order to
achieve our vision, was that of student engagement. Last Thursday and Friday
lead teachers and Principals met to review and build on our strategic plan for
2018. We will again be holding professional development sessions after school
for all teachers shortly, and as per previous years they will be forming
professional learning groups based on the areas of practice they want to
develop. These areas branch out from the core focus of student engagement
and agency which led one of our group to coin the new uniquely Upper Hutt
phrase "Engagency”.

We also had a representative from the Ministry come to speak with us around
our project and the documentation we shared with them. They were incredibly
complimentary about the work we are doing and talked a lot about the
“richness"” of the collaboration, and the "depth of capability that was home-
grown". They were also impressed by the trust and transparency shown by the
cluster when sharing data and practice to identify trends and work together on
solutions and celebrate success.

Part of our strategic plan is to ensure we keep our community informed of the
fantastic stuff our students, teachers and leaders are doing across our cluster.
We are incredibly proud to be in such a collaborative, hardworking and
innovative cluster, and we know our kids across the valley are benefiting from



the dedicated and united approach to student well-being, achievement,
engagement and outcomes.

What does Wellington Curtain Bank offer?

\We give FREE, lined curtains to people on low incomes. We make living room curtains for all, and if there are children and elderly living
in the home we can also provide curtains for bedrooms. The curtains are upcycled from good quality donations and lined to increase
effectivenass.

Who's eligible?

Anyone with a Community Services Card, including those with a Super Geld Combe Card. Anyone in the Wellington region can get
curtains from us, but they may need to arrange transport to pick up the sometimes heavy curtains.

How do they order curtains?

All they need to do is measure their windows, fill out an order form and get it to us. Ve prefer they make an appointment to drop in the
form so we can discuss their needs and check measurements. Freephone 0508 78 78 24 x 705 to make an appointment.

Why do homes need curtains?

Lined curtains are great for keeping the home warmer in winter, and in summer providing some respite from the sun. A warmer home
can help to keep a family healthier. Particularly for people wheo are a renting, it's an action the tenant can take themselves to warm up a
cold home.

What can you do to help?

Help us spread the word to anyone who could benefit from the service. Let your staff and volunteers know about the service. Put up the
posters enclosed in your waiting rooms and photocopy the form to make available to clients. Consider emailing your clients to let them
know about the service and diract them to our website, wwaw sustaintrust org.nz/free-curtains for details. We also take donations of good
quality curtains and appraciate voluntzer help too.

I'm not in Wellington city, how can you help our community?

We know transport can be an issue for some people. We run mobile curtain banks five times a year across the region to help overcome
this. We work with community partners in different parts of Wellington, who give out order forms and information and then distribute the
curtains when they're made.
